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Do We Need a 
Dispersal Order? 

 
At a recent meeting in Heelands, Mr Richard Solly, 
Milton Keynes Community Safety Manager said: “Anti-
social behaviour is not just a matter for the police; it is 
a matter for everybody.” The police, both Milton Keynes 
and Bradwell Parish Councils and the Bradwell 
Neighbourhood Action Group (“the NAG”) are all doing 
their very best, but we need the support of all right 
thinking members of the community in combating 
unacceptable behaviour which is committed by a very 
small minority of the population, but which can upset 
the lives of many residents. 
 

One tool, which the police do not yet possess here is a 
Dispersal Order. This permits the police to move people 
who are causing anti-social behaviour out of the area 
specified. To obtain a Dispersal Order, the police need 
many reports of trouble from the public. So often, 
residents tell us “Did you see what happened last 
week?” By then it’s too late to act. If you see crime or 
anti-social behaviour taking place please report it 
immediately. In emergency, such as if a crime is 
actually taking place or is about to, or someone’s safety 
is threatened then call 999. Otherwise, please ring the 
Thames Valley Police non-emergency number 0845 8 
505 505.  
 

If you don’t want to speak to the police you can call 
CRIMESTOPPERS on 0800 555 111, anonymously if 
necessary, with information on crime.
